At that specific moment one of the
staff of the NGO who does not live in
that block of flats drove past and
stopped! | was able to get her mobile
number and phone her to let me in.

Praise God for his perfect timing
(saved me getting completely soaked
as well but probably low on God's
priority list) | think the doctor
receiving thanks and a gift of some
perfume was His high priority.
